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Certification of General Languages 

The certification of ECTS for students at University Hamburg requires: 

- the attendance of 80% and the active participation in the class’ activities, 

- regular preparation and follow-up work and 

- obligatory additional homework 

- Furthermore, you have to achieve 60% on the exam sat at the end of the course. 

If all these requirements are complied with, a certificate will be awarded to you. 

The workload indicated in ECTS (credits) depends on the contact hours and the time provided for self-

directed learning in accordance to the particular level of the language course. The following overview 

shows the amount of credits according to the level and the amount of contact hours of the individual 

course:
